Kwabena Gyimah-Brempong has been a Professor of Economics at
the University of South Florida in Tampa, Florida for 22 years and
was the Department Chair for 18 years. He is a stellar researcher
and his work focuses on the economic analyses of crime and issues
of African Development, in particular, youth unemployment and
foreign aid. He has published over 60 articles in refereed journals
